RE: Purchase of Two 2010 Ford F-150 Super Cab Trucks for WaterlWastewater 

RECOMMENDATION: City Council award a bid to Gosch Ford of Hemet for the purchase 
of two 2010 Ford F-150 Super Cab trucks to be funded from existing budgets in the Water 
and Sewer Funds and to declare Unit No. 4603 (1994 F-150) and Unit No. 1962 (1992 
Toyota pickup) as surplus and authorize their sale at auction. 

BACKGROUND: Council previously approved funding for two new trucks in the 2009/10 
Operating Budget. Further Council approval is needed as the combined amount of the two 
trucks exceeds the City Manager's authority. The new trucks will replace older trucks that 
have exceeded their practical useful life. The older trucks include a 1994 Ford F-150 (Unit 
No. 4603) and a 2001 Chevy Silverado (Unit No. 9017). The trucks are used to transport 
materials, respond to customer requests, read and replace water meters. The 1994 F-150 
will be sold at auction. The 2001 Silverado will be transferred to the Streets Department to 
replace a 1992 Toyota pickup that will also be sold at auction. 

The City received 5 sealed bids (Bid No. 2009-0901) for the purchase of the two trucks on 
October 1, 2009 (see attached summary). The lowest bid of $50,987.24 was from Fritts 
Ford in Riverside and the second lowest bid of $51 ,774.56 was from Gosch Ford in Hemet. 

Gosch Ford qualifies for the City's Local Bidders Preference (LBP). The LBP allows the 
award of a bid to a local vendor if the local vendor's bid is within 5% of the lowest bid. In 
this case, Gosch Ford's bid is within 5% of the lowest bid. Consequently, Gosch Ford can 
be awarded the bid of $51 ,774.56 for the two pickup trucks. 

FISCAL IMPACT: No impact to General Fund. Funding is available in existing budgets in 
the Sewer Equipment Replacement Fund No. 380-4600-5400 in the amount of $26,000 and 
Water Equipment Replacement Fund No. 380-9000-5400 in the amount of $26,000.

RECOMMENDATION: The City Council is recommended to approve the award of and 
authorize the City Manager to execute a contract with Cooley Construction, I nco for construction 
of the Habitat for Humanity Offsite Improvements, CIP No. 5547, in the amount of $157,751 
and reject all other bids. 

BACKGROUND: At the June 10, 2008 Housing Authority meeting, the Directors agreed to 
fund the off-site improvements. The "Habitat for Humanity Offsite Improvements" consists of 
curbs, gutters, driveway approaches, sidewalks, water services, sewer laterals, and sewer 
mainline as shown on Exhibit "B". On October 6,2009, the Purchasing Office received sealed 
bids for the project as follows:

Genesis Construction Co. of Hemet, CA

$182,000 

Cooley Construction meets all of the City's requirements and is available to begin work within 
30 days. The project is categorically exempt under CEQA Section 15301 (existing facilities). 

FISCAL IMPACT: No General Fund Impact. A supplemental appropriation will be considered 
by the Redevelopment Agency for a total amount of $172,751 to cover the construction, 
geotechnical testing and surveying, as shown on Exhibit "A". A budget of $103,000 was 
previously appropriated. Adequate funds exist in Redevelopment Agency Fund 291-1925-2400 
to cover the $69,751 supplemental appropriation.

Park Commission Recommendations of September 28, 2009 
1. Tree Removal Request: East Side of Sanderson - between Commonwealth and Esplanade 

Various Species (5) - (Staff) 
Background: The Sanderson Avenue Widening Project (CIP No. 5449-2) will soon be out 
for construction bids. The widening between Commonwealth and Esplanade requires the 
removal of 5 trees along the east side to accommodate the relocation of power poles and 
street improvements. The poles will be relocated ahead of the street construction. 

Recommendation: Approve removal request. 

Fiscal Impact: No impact to General Fund. City staff will remove trees and costs absorbed 
in the current operating budget. 

2. "Clean Up After Your Pet" Sign Removal/Relocation Request: 
Citywide - (Staff) 
Background: Currently, the City of Hemet has "clean up after your pet" signs posted on 
light posts and poles in certain parts of the City such as Kirby and Menlo. The message is 
intended for pedestrians and not for vehicular traffic. As such, the signs can be removed 
from the light posts and replaced with stenciling the message on sidewalks in the vicinity 
of the old sign. Doing so would make the information visible to those walking their pets 
while eliminating excess signage visible to passing traffic. 

Recommendation: Remove "Clean Up After Your Pet" signs from light poles; stencil same 
message on sidewalk where signs were removed; and reuse some of the signs at the dog 
park. 

Fiscal Impact: No impact to General Fund. Costs of sign removal and stenciling work to 
be performed by City staff and absorbed in current operating budget.
